UNITS OF

STUDY

CIRCLE TIME: “Hello” and “Days of the Week” songs in
English and Spanish. Daily talk about our feelings.
Weather discussion throughout the week. Continuation
of the seasons and months of the year.

LETTER OF THE WEEK: Review of the alphabet with a
focus on the letfters Xx and Yy, their sounds and words
that start with each letter. Difference between
uppercase and lowercase letters.

COLOR: Review all colors in English and Spanish with a
focus on Spring colors.

SHAPE: Review all shapes.

READ ALOUD: Stories related to Spring, the Life Cycle of
Plants, Earth Day, and books handpicked by students.
Review of the basic parts of a book (front cover, back
cover, spine, pages, book title, author, and illustrator).
MATH: Number Recognition. Counting from 1-50. Daily
Calendar: Counting the days of the week and each
number of the day. Review and practice of
sequencing, patterns, addition, subtraction and
graphing on unit theme.

SCIENCE IN CLASS: “Let’'s Get Planting!” As we learn
about the life cycle of a plant, we will start the
germination process of our own kidney beans,
which we will plant in soil once it starts growing its
rootfs. As we discuss the importance of taking care
of our planet, Earth, we will create an “Ocean
Sensory Experiment.” This experiment will show the
difference between polluted water versus clean
water and how pollution affects the environment.
We will learn, hands on, some things we can do to
help prevent pollution and help the environment.
CENTERS: Various activities that promote the use of fine
and gross motor skills. Activities that help develop
sensory, cognitive, and social skills (ex.: building,
puzzles, movement, dramatic play, problem solving).
WRITING: Students’ last name recognition, spelling, and
fracing. In class worksheets on various fopics in unit.
FINE MOTOR SKILLS: Continuation of proper pencil grip,
fracing, pasting, use of glue, and use of scissors.
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
